1. The Competition is open free of charge to all young artists in Harpenden District.

(ages 14 -16)
Years 12 and 13

(ages 16 -18)
2. Prizes will be awarded in each age group for each of the following categories 
· 2D – Painting, Drawing, Collage, Print Making

· 3D -  Sculpture, Modelling, Pottery

· Photography

· Textiles 
3. All artwork must be the original idea of the entrant and not infringe on anyone else’s copyright.
4. The Organisers, The Arts Society Harpenden Area DFAS and The Arts Society Harpenden Evening, are not responsible for providing any materials.

5. Entries must be delivered to Harpenden Rugby Club, Redbourn Road, Harpenden AL5 2BA between 9am and 1pm on Saturday 23rd June 2018. Only one entry per young artist will be accepted.

6. The artist’s name, age, address, contact phone number and title of work are to be clearly marked on the back of or attached to the artwork. Registration forms are available by email at tasharpenden@gmail.com will also be available on Saturday 23rd June at The Rugby Club.

7. The winners of the Competition shall be decided by a panel of independent judges on 23rd June 2018. The judges will be looking for creativity, originality and an imaginative response to the entrant’s theme. The panel’s decision shall be final and binding and no correspondence shall be entered into with the Organisers. 
8. Prize winners and those highly commended will be contacted by 6pm on 23rd June. Artwork by all other entrants is to be collected from the Rugby Club between 9 and 11 am on Sunday 24th June. 
9. Prizes will comprise Artscape vouchers or equivalent and will be presented by the Mayor of Harpenden on Friday 29th June at approximately 7.30 pm at an Exhibition in Park Hall, Leyton Road AL5 2LX. The Exhibition will be open to prize winners, those highly commended and their families that evening from 6.00 pm. 

10. The Exhibition will be open to the public at Park Hall between 9.00 am and 5.00 pm on Saturday 30th June.

11. Prize winners and those highly commended will be expected to collect their entries between 5pm and 6 pm on Saturday 30th June from Park Hall, or between 9.00 am and 12.00 noon on Sunday 1st July from 115 Crabtree Lane, Harpenden AL5 5RQ.
12. It is a condition of entry to the Competition that should their artwork be judged prize winner or highly commended, all entrants consent to the exhibition of their work at the Park Hall Leyton Road Harpenden from Friday 29th June 2018 to Saturday 30th June 2018, and that the Organisers are permitted to store, transport and display their artwork accordingly.

13. Whilst reasonable care will be taken, the Organisers will not be responsible for damage to or loss of artwork at any time from its delivery to the Rugby Club to its collection by entrants. It is the responsibility of entrants in the 3D and textiles categories at the time of delivery to the Rugby Club to advise the Organisers of any measures recommended to guard against damage during the storage, transport or display of their artwork.
14. Personal information provided by entrants will only be used for this competition and will not be shared with any third parties. The Organisers reserve the right to take photographs of the artwork entered into the Competition, and to liaise with local newspapers and The Arts Society wishing to publish news of the Competition and Exhibition. Any parents requiring photographs of their young artists or families not to be shown in publicity must advise the Organisers as soon as possible, however, the Organisers will not be responsible for any inadvertent lapse in the implementation of these requirements.
